








Pattern Walk

Take a walk around the school to find growing patterns. Allow
students to walk beside a partner and take turns pointing out a
pattern and telling about it. Stop occasionally to give students
an opportunity to describe a pattern. Encourage students to find
and share patterns with each other throughout the day.

Literature Connections

Encourage students to locate books in the school library that
include patterns in the pictures or words. Give students an
opportunity to share the books they find. Some examples of
trade books that include patterns in the stories are Splash by
Ann Jonas and Rooster’s Off to See the World by Eric Carle.
